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9 DAYS
20th - 28th March
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Assemble at London Luton airport and check-in for the 
EasyJet direct flight to Ben Gurion airport in Israel. 

On arrival, travel by private coach up to Jerusalem 
to stop for a first panorama of the 
 Old City from Mount Scopus.

Day 1 - Tuesday 20th



Hezekiah’s Tunnel
Over 10 generations after David and Solomon 

there is a new King on Jerusalem’s throne.  
King Hezekiah saves God’s people  

by having this tunnel built. Let’s take a  
Walk Through the Bible - and hear his story.

Enter the Old City through the Jaffa Gate, to visit the 
Church of the Holy Sepulchre. 

Walk along the Cardo (Roman main street) through the 
Christian and Jewish quarters to the                 
Western (Wailing) Wall to witness                      

Jewish prayers and traditions. 

Next to the Southern Wall excavations to see the 
original Temple Steps, Ancient Gates                     

and Mikveh Baths.                                                 
Visit the City of David and                                             

walk through Hezekiah’s Tunnel.

Day 2 - Wednesday 21st

Overnight in Jerusalem
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Travel to Masada, ascending to the summit by cable car. 
Here, Jewish zealots withstood the Roman army after the 

fall of Jerusalem in AD 70.

On to the Dead Sea for an opportunity to float and bathe 
in the unique mineral rich waters.

To finish the day, a visit to Qumran, the ancient site 
where the Dead Sea Scolls were discovered.

Masada
Herod’s mountain-top winter palace has an  

incredible story to tell.  The Zealots found to their 
cost that the fortified walls, gates and towers kept the 

enemy out - but only for so long!

Peter’s triple denial of Jesus.

Finish the day at the Garden Tomb and share in a private 
communion service.

Let’s go to see the empty tomb and celebrate the 
Resurrection with them.

 and the birth of Christ.
